Council had received numerous complaints from residents regarding the appearance of the front of the Hospital 
and whilst requests were made to the Western Australian Country Health Service to allocate funds to   restore the 
garden to its former glory, it was to no avail. 
 

The Hospital Auxiliary, Local Health Advisory Group and the Health Agencies of the Yilgarn began discussing 
ways in which the garden could be resurrected and through the local ANZ Bank’s “Blue Week” community     
fundraising and the Bank’s generous commitment to equal the amount raised, a grant $3,500 for the project was 
donated to the community. 
 

The above funding was a great starting point for the project, however additional funds were required to get the   
project rolling.  The Shire of Yilgarn stepped in to meet the remainder of the funds required and with the help of 
two local business proprietors, the project became reality.  Special thanks are extended to Paul Thackray from 
Southern Cross Concrete for donating the concrete and his time for the footpaths and to Lloyd McDonald of 
Southern Cross Tree Services for donating the mulch for the 
garden. Thanks are also extended to David Auld for          
supplying the manure and Joe Guerini for donating the soil 
for the garden.  The Shire of Yilgarn’s  wonderful gardening 
crew did an exceptional job in planning and establishing the 
garden. 
 

We now have a Hospital frontage that looks cared for and the 
Shires gardening crew will be maintaining the garden in the   
future.  Please take the opportunity to have a look at the new 
garden, which residents can be assured, that it will not be    
neglected in the future.

FEDERAL GOVERNMENT FUNDING BID 

UNSUCCESSFUL 
 

Council was recently advised that its application for 
funding under the Australian Government’s 
Community Infrastructure Strategic Projects Program 
for the above project was unsuccessful. 
 

Whilst this news was unfortunate, there are other 
funding avenues that Council will be pursuing and 
Council is confident that the project will be successful 
via the alternative funding options.

UPDATE 
 

Since the announcement by the Minister for Local   
Government in February 2009 for the 139 Local      
Governments in Western Australia to commence a    
voluntary process of structural reform, Council has 
been busy in developing options that will be put to 
the community and eventually to the Minister for            
consideration. The Minister provided a specific      
timeframe in which Local Governments had to     
consider their current operations and how they could 
undertake reform in all areas, including possible 
mergers with neighbouring local governments. 
 

As has been reported previously, and prior to the       
announcement by the Minister, the Shires of Yilgarn 
and Westonia had committed themselves to           
developing a closer relationship by proactively      
addressing greater resource sharing opportunities.  
Both Councils have been making significant inroads 
to date and will continue in this vein. 
 

In respect to the Structural Reform process, Council 
is again talking to the Westonia Shire and has        
prepared a Discussion Paper which looks at issues      
relating to a possible merger of both local             
governments. Whilst the Yilgarn and Westonia Shires 
would prefer the status quo to remain,  the Minister 
appears to be committed to major reform of the local 
government industry through amalgamations of local 
governments.  Therefore, both Councils must look at 
all options to ensure that the eventual outcome of the 
process is beneficial for the communities of Yilgarn 
and Westonia. 
 

Council will be consulting with the residents of the 
Shire in July via  a series of public meetings which all 
residents are encouraged to attend in order that they 
have the opportunity of discussing the future of the 
Shire of Yilgarn. 
 

All Western Australian Local Governments are     
required to report to the Minister for Local           
Government by the 31st August 2009 on their actions 
and recommendations in respect to Structural         
Reform.

As part of the above stimulus package, the  Australian 
Government allocated $100,000 to all local             
governments in Australia with population of 5,000 and 
under.  Council was required to nominate a project/s to 
the Government within a specified timeframe and as 
part of the conditions of funding, the project had to be 
completed by 30 September 2009. 
 

Council considered that a project that could meet the 
funding requirements and be undertaken within the 
specified timeframe was the extension of the Complex 
Lounge.  These extensions will provide full undercover 
viewing of the oval within the comfort of the Lounge 
area, something that has been lacking for many years.   
 
Pedrin Building has been engaged to undertake these 
works and numerous local contractors will benefit by 
being involved in the project.
