The Shire |of
Yilgarn is a member of the Wheatbelt East Regi@raanisation of Councils (WEROC) and will have apaortunity to secure some of the
funding allocation of $5,009,536 over the 3 ye#ation period.

On the 5t of February 2009 the Minister for Local Government, John Castrilli MLA, announced his wide-ranging Lo cal
Government Reform Strategies. As part of this, he has encouraged each local government within Western Australia to
embrace the opportunity for voluntary amalgamations to achieve much needed structural reform in this state. As part of
this initiative, the Minister is also advocating ea ch council to have an elected member group of between six and nine.

The Minister has advised that there has been widespread recognition for many years that our existing | ocal government
structure, with 139 local governments, some of which have less than 200 electors, is not sustainable.

The Minister has indicated the desired outcomes of structural reform is a strong sustainable local government. There are
a range of benefits that will achieved through the reform process.

Increased capacity for local government to better plan, manage and deliver services to their communiti es
with a focus on social, environmental and economic sustainability.

Increased capacity for local government to have adeguate financial and asset management plans in place
Enhanced efficiency in the processing of planning, building and other licence applications made by bus iness
and the community.

Greater ability to attract and retain staff includi ng the provision of further career development oppo rtunities
(re-order).

Greater competition for positions on council and, i n conjunction with other reforms, potential for enh anced
governance capacity and

Larger local governments with greater capacity to p artner with State and Federal Government, and the private
sector, to further improve services to communities.

It is expected that while undertaking the process of exploring options for amalgamations, local govern ments will also
identify appropriate regional groupings within whic h to work collaboratively to deliver community bene fits on a re-
gional basis.

The Department of Local Government and Regional Development has produced Guidelines to assist Local Govern-
ments through the structural reform process and they include the following information:-

A timeline for the development of reform submission s;

A checklist for local governments to assess their airrent situation as part of considering the type of reform
proposals that should be developd;

A process for local governments to explore reform partners;

A process for developing a Reform Submission;

Options for engaging the community; and

The required format of a Reform Submission.

The Guidelines recommend a format for developing a Reform Submission which is to include a Council resolution of
intent in relation to:-

Amalgamation proposals;

The proposed number of elected members;

Details on the appropriate regional grouping of loc al governments;
A completed Local Government Reform Checklist; and

A timeline for implementation of reform.

The Minister has requested that each local government complete and return the Local Government Reform Checklist to
the Local Government reform Steering Committee for its information by Thursday, 30 April 2009.

The second stage of the Reform process is the requement for Council to provide its clear intent on a malgamation and
reduction of elected member numbers to between six and nine by 31 August 2009. The work undertaken to date with
the Shire of Westonia in the development of an MOU and “Plan for the Future of the Districts” provides both Shires
with the opportunity of progressing Reform to the n ext level should both Councils be supportive of pro gressing the re-
form agenda further.

Since the development of this initiative by bothr&$, a recent announcement by the Minister foral@overnment and Regional Devgl-
opment, the Hon. John Castrilli MLA, on Local Gowment Structural Reform has somewhat changeddhese of the original Plan.
However, both councils are still committed to pesging the plan.

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PROJECT UPDATE

In February 2009 the Prime Minister, the Hon KeRimdd MP, announced as part of the Australian Gawents second stimulus package,
an additional allocation of $500 million, over aadove the original $50 million that was previoualynounced under the Regional and
Local Community Infrastructure Program — Stratdgjiojects.

A very narrow timeframe was afforded to Local Gowaents to submit funding submissions and as Cotnacllundertaken much of the
preparatory works associated for the projectpitsidered that it would be advantageous to submdtlacation for funds for the Southern
Cross Recreation Precinct Redevelopment Projecamprehensive submission was prepared with Cosaeking a grant allocation of $4
million for the $5.5 million project. Council isom awaiting advice from the Government as to wheitsefunding application has been
successful.

If the above funding application is unsuccessfau@xil will need to re-assess the project and laéther funding opportunities.
